We hope that through international cooperating we will find a country that is able to maintain the platform software on their server. In the end  England has offered their server if adaptable.

	What language skills have been developed by the end of the project?


	
	Students have expressed that they have had a chance to practice their oral skills especially. In the production of the videos they learned the relevant technical vocabulary. Teachers have expressed development of terminology within the school system, the same goes for the project manager, who has been in charge of all the administration and documentation.  

	What were the benefits of the activities for the pupils?


	
	Improved language skills, deeper insight into IT-software , especially those programs used for editing films and sound.

By presenting school topics in online courses the students learned the matter much more intensively.

	Definitely yes.

	Two courses per country with 5 lessons per course followed by an assessment/exam.

	21 followed the course “acceleration”, 48 worked on the “construction materials”.

	We can only say that the participation in the project motivated students to work scientifically and to continue their school education. But we could not state that they would have left school early without the project.

	How many participant teachers were on the MOOS platform?


	
	We started with two teachers but over the course of the project a third one became interested in the work and joined us and in the end we were 5 all together.

	How much did the project experience make you aware of similarities and differences in social and education systems and didactic approaches in different European countries?
	
	The agenda of all meetings comprised an intensive presentation of the work at the various schools. This and the lively discussions among participating teachers gave a deep insight into differences and similarities.



	Have your teachers improved their skills in ICT and in the Digital Classroom?


	
	Yes a lot. Although the teachers’ ICT skills had been fairly good from the start of the project they had to find software for video and sound editing, presentation software, and suitable software for making surveys. Furthermore handling cloud software such as Google Drive or One Drive was necessary. Last not least using the MOOS-platform software was new to the participating teachers.

	Have you disseminated any of the project outputs around your school  ? If you have, how did you do it?
	
	Our first dissemination event was on 21 November 2016 in the computer lab of our school. We had invited 18 stakeholders and teachers from 12 different schools and advised them to watch our promotion video on youtube and register on the MOOS-platform beforehand.  Finally, 11 participants from 6 different schools attended the event. After a general introduction into Erasmus+ we presented the idea behind Online Learning Courses, logged into the MOOS-platform and tried them out practically.

A discussion followed about the value for students and teachers. 

We visited four of the people who had not been able to attend this event in their schools (2 different) and presented the idea and the platform itself onsite providing them with ideas how to implement this method in their work.
