	Communication has worked well among the partners. E-mail, telephone and the “Whats up” app have been used for communication.

	Travelling to both the transnational meetings and the workshops was well prepared. Participating students and teachers were informed about the cities and the countries visited. Cultural activities enhanced the knowledge gained about other countries and their school systems. Students, teachers and the project manager have all expressed an increased understanding of different cultures and cultural expressions within and outside the school organization.

	The biggest obstacle has been the dissemination of the project and getting more people to be involved in the project but we have done our best continuing dissemination after May 2017 when the project was over..
The interest of stakeholders from other organizations has been hard to initiate. The absence of a course completed certificate can lead to motivation problems.

Since the idea of the MOOS is to have one big classroom per course it is difficult to see which students from which organizations have participated.

	All discussion, report writing and courses have been written in English. English teachers and pupils from the UK have been impressed by the level of English skills both in written and oral work from the other participants in the other countries.

	Improved language skills, deeper insight into IT software, especially those programs used for editing films and sound.

By presenting school topics in online courses the students learned the matter much more intensively.

	Yes, definitely.

	King’s Ely has already  an international profile and the Erasmus+ project has been of help to increase this profile in European terms.

	Two courses per country with 5 lessons per course followed by an assessment/exam.

	We did not track the courses that students decided to participate on in the platform. Apart from the students who were on the Erasmus project, we also had about 60 students doing any of the 14 courses.

	We did not have any students involved in the project who were at risk of leaving school early.

	We had the project leader and a different teacher at each meeting. Some of the teachers joined the platform.

	The agenda of all meetings comprised an intensive presentation of the work at the various schools. This and the lively discussions among participating teachers gave a deep insight into differences and similarities.

	Yes, those involved learned new skills, both in what is required to develop an online course and tools used to devlop one. For example, concepts such as Copy eft and e learning producing apps.

	We did newsletter articles after each meeting which disseminated the projects progress.

	In March 2017, the project leader did a presentation at a national ICT conference, www.ictconference.info.

The project leader is also disseminating the course on May 9 to local independent schools in East Anglia. In June, the project leader will be disseminating to the other schools local to King’s Ely.
